What can I do?

· Attend class and instrument tuition lessons regularly
· Get to class \ and lessons on time
· Bring materials and equipment/instrument to class
· Work honestly, asking for help where required
· Be polite and respect your peers and teachers

· Cultivate a positive attitude to learning
· See yourself as responsible for your learning
· Don’t waste learning opportunities
· Co-operate with others and they will co-operate with you

Homework Expectations

· Homework is and extension of your learning in class
· It involves completing activities begun in class
· It involves reading over material given in class for clarification and understanding
· Homework is a process of consolidating learning it allows us to learn at our own pace
· Highlight or make notes about what you don’t understand so you can ask your teacher at the next opportunity

Assessment

90012 or 10651 Perform as a featured soloist will involve more than one assessment opportunity where you are to present a performance of two contrasting pieces, or one larger work containing contrasting sections. If you select 10651 then you will demonstrate knowledge about the music you perform and your instrument.

16549 Demonstrate music performance skills by two pieces of contrasting style on a second instrument. This is similar to 10651 although the instrument you perform on must be different from the one you choose for 90012 or 10651.

Your tutor will be given the assessment dates and information about the assessment criteria and expectations.

90013 Perform as a member of a group will be assessed when your group is ready to perform at a time and place negotiated with your teacher.

10666 Demonstrate ability to be an effective performing member of music performance group. If you are a member of a school based music performance ensemble you may get credit for this standard by contributing musically and socially to the group; analyse and reflect on rehearsals and contribute to a live musical performance of the music performance ensemble.

90014 or 10654 Compose music will be an ongoing process and will require you to keep a portfolio of all your draft workings and photocopies/recordings of your completed pieces.

90015 (Aural) and 90016 (Score reading) will be taught in the context of all your learning throughout the year but will be assessed at the end of year in exams.

18816 (Aural recall) This standard is similar to 90015, though you can demonstrate your aural skills through recall or playback.

90017 Demonstrate knowledge of music works will be assessed by means of assessment activities designed for each work you study. There will be a number of tasks in each assessment activity. All the assessment activities must be attempted because they will provide evidence towards the achievement standard.

Your teacher will tell you which assessment activities will contribute towards your final grade for the achievement standard.

12831 Demonstrate rudimentary knowledge of New Zealand music. This standard involves the presentation of a case study from one category of New Zealand music, one aspect of the case study in detail, and an individual profile of one musician from your case study. All the assessment activities must be attempted because they will provide evidence towards the unit standard.

Your teacher will provide you with ongoing feedback by means of a progress report/mark schedule after completion of each internal assessment activity. If some of your activities need further work you will be given the opportunity to do so.
